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Abstract — The concept underlying human rights in not new, although the name is. The ideology of human

right stands upon the fact that human dignity must be protected at any cost. Since these rights belong to
human beings because of their very existence, they became operative with their birth. Human rights are
rights, which belong to a person as a consequence of being human as a means of human dignity.[1]
They are a guarantee of nature for human beings. Due to their origin in nature there rights are also called
natural rights.[2] When they are given legal or constitutional protection, they are known as fundamental
rights.[3] It can therefore, be said that human rights "is the protective umbrella which covers all the

rights essential for human beings”

Certain basic and inalienable rights have universally
been accepted for human beings. International
community has accepted the view that human dignity
must be respected. Keeping in view this object, the
United Nations since its inception has always
considered human rights as a matter of universal
concern The United Nations Charter provides
adequate safeguards to protect human rights Its
Preamble says that we the peoples of the United
Nations determined to reaffirm faith in fundamental
human rights. Article | of the Charter encourages the
member nations to achieve cooperation to promote
and respect such rights. To achieve this object the
United Nations General Assembly adopted the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights on Dec 10,
1948. This is a proclamation of the international
community's commitment to human rights as a
common standard of achievement for all peoples and
for all nations. The United Nations has been playing a
significant role in protecting human rights.[4]

Change is the law of nature. Everything except the law
of nature itself is subject to change. With the passage
of time new trends have taken place under various
dimensions of human right. There are many factors
which affect human rights and one of them is the
menace of terrorism. At one hand terrorists involve
themselves in anti-people and anti-national activities
the other hand they want to protect themselves by the
weapon of human rights. They allege that their rights
are violated by security forces It, becomes, therefore,
necessary to discuss the matter in detail in
international perspective.

Terrorism is one of the extreme forms of violence No
doubt all individuals have an instinct to violence but
not all are equally inclined to resort to such activities.
In fact violence becomes a form of human behaviour

only in special conditions and not in the natural state
of civilized human life. Whatever may be the object
of terrorist activities, creation of panic or fear in the
minds of the people are the widely accepted means
or weapons of all terroists.[5]

The leading factors responsible for the growth of
terrorism are- economic disparities, political
frustration, foreign support and capturing power"
Terrorism can be found in many forms depending
upon the object sought to be achieved by a terrorist
or a group of terrorists. Thus the prevailing forms of
terrorism are individual terrorism, state terrorism[6],
revolutionary terrorism and international terrorism.[7]

The term international terrorism stands upon the fact
that people are terrorized while forcing a government
or organization to either act or not to act in a given
direction.[8] International terrorism also occurs when
a group of terrorists terrorise the people of another
state.]9] When a state is involved in the act of
terrorism, directly or indirectly, for the fulfillment of
certain objectives the act may be referred to as
"state terrorism".

Terrorism has no limitations. It may extend in air as
well in the sea Aircraft hijacking is one of the form of
terrorist violence.[10] It is an act, which is committed
on board in aircraft in flight, unlawfully, with the use
of force or the threat of force against those who are
in control of an aircraft in order to achieve certain
aims or to reach desired destination. Seas are also
used as a means of terrorism. Recently intelligence
reports are warning of terrorist attack in India
through the sea route.[11]

Terrorism in no problem for a particular nation. It is a
matter of universal concern. No country is free from
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this evil.[12] With a view to combat terrorism in
different forms, the United Nations has adopted
various measures in the forms of Conventions,
Covenants and Protocols. Some of are the
Suppression of Terrorist Bombing, 1997; Convention
for Suppression of the Financing of Terrorism, 1999.
and Convention against the Taking of Hostages, 1979.

A very important academic question is whether
terrorist should be provided basic human rights? The
basic principle of law as well as of logic is that
collective interest always prevail individual interest.
Therefore, welfare and interest of the society and
security of the State determines the human rights.
protection to the terrorists. At the same time, however,
lives of innocent persons must not taken in the name
of terrorists. There is a need to maintain an eqlibrium.
The resolution on "Human Right and Terrorism"
adopted by the General Assembly also emphasizes
that terrorists should be punished. However, innocent
persons should not be interfered with in the veil of
terrorists.

The above discussion makes it clear that both human
rights and terrorism are issues of International
concern. The International Community is much aware
of both of them. There is a need for international
cooperation in the promotion and respect of human
rights, and, to condemn terrorists related activities. In
some cases "Sanctions" are also imposed upon the
States which do not protect human rights and
encourage terrorism. There is also a need to
implement in true spirit the covenants relating human
rights and terrorism. States Id not interfere
unnecessary in the internal matter of other States.

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Protection of the Child’s Rights: An Analysis
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Abstract — There are certain groups of human beings which are either by nature or because of deep routed
custom are weak and vulnerable. They include a child, women, disabled persons, aged person or person
belonging to a particular race. In these groups a child comes at the first place. The condition of majority of
children is far from satisfactory. From statistical point of view, 21% (about 2 million) of all child deaths
under 5 years of age in India. About thirty one out of one thousand children die under one year of age in
our country per year.

Elaborate legal provisions have been made to protect child's right in India. There were same laws before
independence which were enacted to prevent child marriage and child labour. However, after
independence, special attention has been laid for all corner development of the child. The Constitution
made specific provisions for child development. Now, Article 21-A has been inserted in it to declare
primary education as a fundamental right upto 14 year of age.

Despite several legal protections to the rights of children, abuse of their right is on the rise. The
National Crime Records Bureau has in its Report an crimes against Children has recorded that in 2017,
the maximum number of cases of crime against children involved kidnapping and abduction.
International community has also been interested in the protection of child's right. The United Nations
has also accelerated the progress of the child. In its various Conventions, the International body casts a
duty on every state to protect child's rights.

There are certain groups of human beings which are
either by nature or because of deep routed custom
are weak and vulnerable. Such as a child, women,
disabled persons, aged persons or persons
belonging to a particular race. In these groups a child
comes at the first place. Keeping in mind the
importance of Children, William Worth has said,
"Child is the father of a man." The condition of
majority of children is far from satisfactory. They are
badly affected by malnutrition, bad sanitary
conditions, health care and several other problems.
About one-fifth of the world’s children live in India but
their condition are even worse than those in sub-
Saharan Africa on many social development
indicators.

From statistical point of view, 21% (about 2 million)
of all child deaths under 5-years of age in India. In
our country one out of five children dies of
pneumonia, which is highest in the world. 4 million
children die within a month of being born, that is 25%
of total neo-natal deaths in the world. 43% (8.3
million) of new borns with low weight in the world

of one thousand children die under one year of
age in our country per year.

A state wise analysis of child labour in the
cottonseed industry shows that from 2001 to
2010, the overall child labour rate in Gujarat, one
of the richest states in India, has risen from 3.8
percent to 7.8 percent. On the other hand the child
labour rate has declined from 10.8 percent to 4.7
percent in Uttar Pradesh. What makes this
comparison even more compelling is that
compared to Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat has was
much higher per capita income.

In India, legal protection to development of child
has been a matter of concern even before
independence. In British regime, there were
erected some important laws which aimed for
better development of child. Some of them are the
Guardians & wards Act, 1890, Child Marriage
Restraint Act, 1929 and the children (Pledging of
Labour) Act, 1933. The Guardians and Wards Act,
1890 was enacted to appoint guardian of minors

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The Child Marriage Restraint Act, 1929 was enacted
to prohibit marriages of children. The Act defines
child as a person who, if a male has not completed
twenty one years of age, and if female eighteen
years. The Act prescribes adequate penalties for
solemnizing child marriages. Marriages below major
age definitely affect development of child. However,
the implementation of this Act is effective to a small
extent due to lack of will power in the citizens of
country. This Act has now been replaced by
prohibition of Child Marriage Act, 2006. Another Act
which was evicted during British Rule is the Children
(Pledging of Labour Act, 1933). This Act prohibits
pledging of labour of the children.

In India, legal efforts for Child development have
gained momentum after independence. The
Constitution of India, which is the Supreme Law of
land, makes elaborate provisions for this purpose. It
casts a duty upon the State to provide free and
compulsory education to children upto 14 years of
age. The 86th amendment of the Constitution,
through Article 21- A, inserted right to education as a
fundamental rights. Further the Right to Education
(RTE) Act is also a step forward to provide
elementary education to all Children. Even private
school are under an obligation to reserve twenty five
percent seats for poor students. The Directive
Principles of State Policy of the State also casts an
obligation upon the State to provide free and
compulsory education to all children upto 14 years of
age. There is another provision in the Constitution
i.e. Article 24, which provides that no child below the
age of fourteen years shall be employed in any
factory or mine or engaged in any other hazardous
employment. The Parliament has also enacted the
Child Labour (Prohibition & Regulation) Act, 1986 to
prevent children from labour.

There are some other important laws which have
been enacted for better protection of rights of
children. They include the Juvenile Justice Act, 2000
and the Commission for Protection of Child Rights
Act, 2005. The later makes provisions to constitute a
National Commission for Protection of Child Rights
and State Commissions for Protection of Child
Rights. The main functions of these commissions are
to protect child rights and recommend measures for
better child development.

The National Crime Records Buredes (NCRB) has
released its Report on Crimes against children in
2018. It records that in 2017, the maximum number
of cases of crime against children involved
kidnapping and abduction (42.0%) followed by under
the Protection of Children for Sexual Offences
(POSCO) Act, 2012 (25.3%). This trend continued in
2018. with 44.2% and 28% respectively. Due to strict
judicial attitude the convction rate for posco has
increased

The Supreme Court of India has always been a
strong supporter of children's rights. In many cases it

has laid down various guidelines for this purpose. In
M.C. Mehta V. State of Tamil Nadu. The Supreme
Court has directed the Tamil Nadu government not to
employ children in hazardous works. In Mohini Jain
and Unnikrishnan cases, the Court declared
education as a fundamental right of children upto
fourteen years of age. There are many other cases
were the Supreme Court has emphasized the need
for better child development.

On account of extreme economic distress, families
will likely resort to negative coping mechanisms
leading to an increase of child labour, trafficking.
pushed on to the streets or railway stations. More
children may undertake unsafe migration; and
also, current situation may lead to an increase in
numbers of children entering institutions or in
contact with the law.

International community is also very cautious
towards child development ever since. However,
the establishment of the United Nation has
accelerated the proceeds of child care. The United
Nations, through Article 25 (2) of Universal
Declaration of Human Rights, proclaimed that
childhood is entitled to special care and
assistance. Further, the General Assembly
adopted Declaration of the Rights of the Child, on
Nov. 20, 1959. It is the object of the international
community that the child should grow up in a
family environment, in an atmosphere of
happiness, love and understanding. Although
principles were proclaimed for the development of
the child, these were not binding on the states. It
was, therefore realized that a Convention be
prepared which should be legally binding on the
States.

The Convention on the Rights of the child (CRC)
was adopted by the United Nations General
Assembly on Nov. 20, 1989. By now about 200
States, including India, have ratified it. The CRC is
a complete “Bill of Rights for Children”. Some of
the rights available under CRC include right to
freedom, right to education and right to the
enjoyment of highest standard of health. However,
the most important drawback of the Convention on
the Rights of the Child (CRC) is that it does not lay
down any procedure for individual complaints from
Children or their representatives. It has merely
achieved universal ratification. States have
enacted their own laws to achieve the objects of
the Convention.

The above discussion makes it clear that law has
always been in process of better child
development. It has also provided strict
punishment in matters of violation of child rights.
However, only making of laws are not sufficient.
There is a lack of public awareness in our country
in this direction. Thousands of children work in
shops, factories and other places of labour and
even without any restriction. There are only a few
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persons who take notice of it and complain. There is
a need of collective awareness. Secondly, population
control is an effective weapon to combat crimes
against children. Keeping in mind for better child
development, recently, same states have started to
think about population control. In Uttar Pradesh also
a bill has been drafted for this purpose. We can look
after better our children only if our population is
under control. And finally, as we know education is
the most effective tool of many problems. There is a
need to persuade the general public in this direction.
There is a speedy change in this direction; however,
much is still to be done. Strong will power is needed

for all round child development.
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Abstract — Imitation is a part of human nature. He tries to copy or reproduce the work of some other
person. To protect the originality, the concept of copyright came into existence. Law gives protection to
literary, dramatic, artistic, musical sound or cinematographic film. In India, the present law on copyright is
the Copyright Act, 1957. This Act deals with almost all the relevant matters connected with copyright. It
has been amended from time to time to meet the changed scenario. The latest amendment in this Act has
been made in 2018.

Judiciary has also been in favour to protect the originality of all works. The Supreme Court of India and
various High Courts have explained and clarified various provisions of the Copyright Act. Some of the
important cases on copyright are-Indian Performing Right Society Vs. Eastem Indian Motion Picture
Association & Others, Tata Oil Mills Co. Vs. Reward Soap work, Najma Heptullah Vs. Orient Longman
Ltd. Gromophane Co. Of India Ltd. Vs. Super Cassette Industries, and Eastern Book Co. Vs. D.B. Madok.
In all these cases the emphasis of the court relies on the fact that the original author or creator of a work

should have aright to protect and preserve its originality.

Imitation has always been a human practice. It may
be in the form of copying, reproduction or change of
name of the original work. When the incidents of
copying increased, necessity was felt to have some
check and control upon this practice. It was through
that the original creator of a work must have
exclusive control upon his creation. He must have
some right for this purpose and the word "Copyright"
was given to it. Thus the concept of copyright stands
upon the fact that no one should be allowed to
"Copy" the original work of another. The original work
may be literary, dramatic, artistic, musical, sound or
cinematograph film.

"Copyright" is a right given to or derived from works
and it is not a right in novelty only of ideas. The
increased incident of copying compelled the law
makers to make law to check such incidents. In India
the earliest statute law on copyright is the Indian
copyright Act, 1847. This Act was enacted in new
form in 1914. The Act of 1914 protected the interests
of creators of original works and prescribed penalties
for infringement of copyright.

The present law on copyright in India is the Copyright
Act, 1957. The basic features of this Act conform to
the provisions of two international Convention on
Copyright. The Berne Convention and the Universal
Copyright Convention. India is a member of both the
Conventions. The Copyright Act, 1957 has been
amended in 1983, 1984, 1992, 1994 and 1999. In
2012, this Act has been amendment to insert many
new terminologies with new developments in
information technology. Recently, in 2018, some

amendments have been made to deal with the
changed scenario. These amendments have been
incorporated to deal with changed circumstances.

"Judiciary’ has always been a strong protector of
rights of the people. Copyright cannot be an
exception to it. The Judicial attitude has always
been in favour to prevent the infringement of
copyright. The Supreme Court of India and various
High Courts have also explained and clarified
important aspects of copy right. Some of the
leading/recent cases are discussed here.

In Indian Performing Right Society. V. Eastern
India Motion Picture Association and others (AIR
1997 SC 1443), the Supreme Court held that the
author of a film song or composer of a musical
work who has authorised a film producer to make a
film of his work, cannot restrain the owner of the
film from producing the accosted portion of the film
to be performed or screamed in public for profit or
for any others purpose, Justice V.R. Krishna layer
observed, "A cinematograph is a felicitous blend a
beautiful totality, a constellation of stars, Slurring
over the rule against mixed metaphor. Cinema is
more than long stripes of celluloid, more than
miracles in photograph, more than sang, dance
and dialogues and indeed more than the dramatic
story, ex citing plot, gripping situations and
morevelors acting But it is that ensemble which is
the finished product of orchestrated performance
by each of the several participants although the
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components may, sometimes in themselves elegant
entities."

In R.G. Anand v. Delux Film (AIR 1978 SC 168), the
Supreme Court has held that there can be no
copyright of an idea, subject matter, plots, or
historical or legendary facts. What is necessary for
copyright is the originality only in the form of
expression. In this case the defendant made a film
which was allegedly based on a play of the plaintiff.
The Court declared that although the plaintiff was the
owner of copyright of his play but the defendant has
not infringe his right, because what is protected is not
original thought or information, but the original
expression of thought or information in some
concrete form. Fazal Ali. J., In this case discussed a
number of American, English and Indain cases. He
said, "As a violation of copyright amounts to an act of
piracy, it must be proved by clear and cogent
evidence after applying the various tests."

In Tata Oil Mills Co. v. Reward Soap work (AIR 1983
Del. 286), the Delhi High Court has held that the
issue of jurisdiction of Courts can not be in question
at the time of seeking temporary injunction in the
matters of infringement of copyright and trademark.
The Court granted injunction restraining the
defendant regarding the copyright as well as
trademark infringement during the pendency of the
suit.

In Najma Heptullah v. orient Longman Ltd (AIR 1989
Del. 63), the Court ruled that where there was active
and close intellectual collaboration and co-operation
between the narrator and the writer of the book, both
would be entitled to first and joint ownership. The
facts of this case are that Maulana Abdul Kalam
Azad entered into an agreement with Prof. Humayun
Kabir to write up his thoughts and conversation in
English. Fifty percent of the royalty of the book has
been paid to the legal representatives of Mauliana
Azad. The Court ruled that the legal representatives
can not challenge the agreement or copyright after
30 years.

In Gramophone Co. of India Ltd. v. Super Cassette
Industries (1995 PTR 64), the Delhi High Court has
ruled that version recording is neither copying nor
reproduction of the original recording. In this case,
the plaintiff company produced audio records titled
"Hum Aapke Hai Kaun." with the premission of the
copyright owner the Rajshree Productions Pvt. Ltd.
The plaintiffs alleged that the defendants too had
launched an audio cassette by the same name,
design, colour and layout. However the defendants
denied the allegation by saying that what they were
doing was version recording and it was done after
formalities. The Court directed them not to use
similar, design, colour and layout and to use an
unoffending alternative title.

In Gramophone Co. of India Ltd. v. Shanti Films
Corporation (AIR 1997 Cal. 63), the High Court ruled

that the assignment of copyright should be in writing
and signed by the assigner or his authorised agent.
Oral assign ment of copyright in neither permissible
nor valid. The Court also said that it has to see
whether the damage the plaintiff is likely to suffer can
be compensated in money. If the balance of
convenience is in favour of printing he may also be
granted injunction.

In Anil Gupta v. Kunal Dasgupta (AIR 2002 Del.
379), the Delhi High Court has held that where the
some idea is being developed in a different manner.
It is manifest that the source being common
similarities are bound to occur. The Court should
examine whether or not the similarities are on fun
demented or substantial aspects of the mode of
expression. In this case the defendant
broadcasters were prevented from telecasting a
programme "Swayamvar" which was the original
idea of the plaintiff.

In F. E. Engineering & consultancy Pvt. Ltd. v.
L.G. Cable Ltd (AIR 2003 NOC 267), the Delhi
High Court has ruled in order to bring an action
within the category of infringement of copyright, it
must be shown that there is a reproduction in
material form of a work or substantial part thereof
in respect of which there is an exclusive right. In
this case the defendants used certain words
Similar to the plaintiff. The Court did not consider
it as a violation of copyright of the plaintiff. The
Court said that in this era of Science and
technology it is not possible to restrict the use of
words beyond a certain limit.

In Hawkins Cookers Ltd. v. Magicook Appliances
Co. (AIR 2003 Del. 191), the Delhi High Court
prevented the defendant company from using the
some setup of label as that of the plaintiff
company. In this case the plaintiff. a well-known
manufacturers of pressure cookers filed an
injunction suit against the defendants alleging that
they have acquired the trademark. "Apsley" in
relation to pressure cookers with the Ilabel
substantially and deceptively similar to that of the
plaintiff. The Court observed, "The defendants
having infringed the copyright of the plaintiff
company in terms of the provisions of section 51
of the Copyright Act, the plaintiffs are entitled to
their civil remedies under section 55 of the Act."

In zee Telefilms Ltd. v. Sundial communications
(P) Ltd. (2003) 6 ILD 76 (Bom), the Bombay High
Courts has developed the concept of "cliam of
confidence" in copyright matters. In this case the
defendants were prevented from telecasting a
T.V. Serial "Kanhaiyya" which was the original
idea of the plaintiff Company. The Court observed,
"An idea per se has no copyright. But if the idea is
developed in to a concept fledged with adequate
details then the same is capable of registration
under the Copyright Act."
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In Khajanchi Films Exchange v. State of MP (AIR
2003 MP 3), the Madhya Pradesh High Court held
that screening of a film before its release by cable
operators does not amount to infringement of
copyright. In this case the petitioner claimed
copyright over the film "Kabhi Khushi Gum". The
Court observed that there must be a judicially
enforceable right as a legally pro right before and
suffering a legal grievance can ask for a mandamus."

In Eastern Book Co. v. Navin. J. Desai (AIR 2001
Del. 185), the High Court has held that mere
reproduction of a part of the judgment is not the
infringement of copyright. However, the Court held
that if the head notes are not the reproduced copies
of the judgment and were written by using
knowledge, labour, Judgment or literary skill or task,
the publisher will have copy right to them,"

In Eastern Book Co. v. D.B. Madok (2003 PTR 30),
the appellants publisher of well-known journal, the
Supreme Court Cases (SCC) complained that the
respondent were infringed their copyright by copying
the former's material by making and selling CD.
ROM. The Court restrained the respondents from
copying the head notes and editorial notes of the
appellants journal. The Supreme Court has accepted
the principal that anyone who by his or her own skill
and labour creates on original work of whatever
character, shall enjoy the exclusive right to copy that
work and no one else would be permitted to reap and
crop what the copyright owner had sewn.

In Dhana Vilas Madras Snuff Co. v. Vani Valas Snuff
Co. [2003(27) PTC 417 Mad] the Court ruled that
change of name or title does not result in the
infringement of copyright. In this case, the appellants
were manufacturing and selling the snuff under the
name and style of "DS". The defendants were also
doing the same under the name of "E.T.S.. The
Court held that as the names are not identical, no
question of infringement of copyright or trade mark
does arise.

In Exphor SA v. Euphorma Laboratories Ltd. (AIR
2004 SC 1682), the Supreme Court has held that the
owner of the copyright may file a suit for infringement
of copyright within the jurisdiction of a Court where
he receives seize and desist notice from defendant.
The Court restrained the defendants from using the
deceptively similar colour, combination of cartoons,
packing etc., as that of the plaintiffs. The Court also
discussed the question of jurisdiction in cases of
copyright infringement.

In My Space Inc. Vs. Super Cassettes Industries Ltd.
(Civil Missc Appeal 17996/2015) the Delhi High
Court held that the rapid growth of technology has
called for new legislative and judicial approaches to
be hold between various stake holders for creating
non-discrimination and tempered licensing schemes
as well as a mutually acceptable framework for
exchanging rights information. In Navigators

Logistics Ltd. Vs. Kashif Quresh and others, the
Delhi High Court has held that confidentiality and
secrecy is claimed in the same works in which
copyright is claimed, viz. data, information and trade
secrets residing in the electronic devices without
again specifying the particular thereof or secrecy
thereof. Mere mention of research process, financial
/ administrative and or organizational matter or
transition or affairs of the company or invention or
discovery or patent protection does not satisfy the
requirements of Copyright.

The above discussion confirms the fact that the
judiciary has always been in favour of protection of
copyright. It says that the owner of a copy right has
no monopoly in the subject matter and he cannot
prevent others from doing the same work even from
the common source. What is required is that the later
should do it independently and the work should be
original. Thus, the judicial attitude is in favour of
originality. It has emphasised that original creations
should be protected from copying.
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Clean Environment as a Human Right: A Global
Concern
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Abstract — Right to clean and healthy environment is one of the essential ingredients for human existence.
Speedy scientific and industrial development has polluted the environment to such an extent that the
survival of human existence on earth is in danger. Taking pollution as a big threat for human existence,
the international community has been trying to combat the same. The United Nations has always been a
strong supporter of clean and healthy environment. The General Assembly on Decembers, 1968 passed

a resolution calling upon the member states to pay attention to the problems of environment. The
Stockholm Conference on Human environment developed the concept of "Environmental
Jurisprudence". The "Earth Summit" organised by United Nation at Rio de Janario in June 1992 sets out
specific programmes to put an end to ecological destruction.

India being a member of the United Nations, has made elaborate provisions in its Constitution and in
other laws to protect and preserve the environment. Article 21 of the Constitution includes clean and
healthy environment as an essential ingredient of right to life. Some specific laws have been made to
deal with environment. The Indian judiciary has also been in favour of pollution free environment. It has

issued various guidelines for better environment protection.

Clean and healthy environment is an ingredient of right
to life or right to live with human dignity. Scientific and
industrial developments that have taken place in the
society have been spectacular that it has affected the
presence of those constituents in the atmosphere
which are regarded essential for the well-being of
human life. Right to health is also an ingredient to right
to life.

Meaning of the term “Environment” is very wide in the
sense that it takes in to account of all those factors
which directly or indirectly have bearing upon the
natural surroundings of human life. Change in
biological, physical and chemical conditions in the
environment is called “Pollution of the Environment”.
Natural or human life is adversely affected by
environmental pollution. There may be various kinds of
pollutions- air, water and noise pollution.

International community has always been expressing
their concern of environmental pollution. “Right to life”
as provided under Article 6(1) of the Covenant as Civil
and Political Rights, includes right to those basis
necessities that are essential to a man as a
consequence of being human. The right to clean and
healthy environment is a condition precedent for better
human existence.

Right to life or right to live with human dignity also
includes right to health and it is possible when the
environment is clean and healthy. The United Nations

has always played a significant role in the protection
of environment. On December 3, 1968 the General
Assembly passed Resolution No. 2398 (XXIII),
calling upon the member States to pay attention to
the problems of human environment as it is
essential for economic and social development.

The Resolution also expressed the hope that the
developing countries, will, through appropriate
international cooperation, derive particular benefit
from the mobilization of knowledge and experience
about the problems of the human environment. In
1969, the U.N General Assembly assigned to the
Secretary General the over all responsibility for
organizing and preparing the conference and to
establish a preparatory committee of twenty seven
members to assist him.

Systematic International concern for the protection
and preservation of the global environment started
with the Stockholm Conference on Human
Environment in 1972. It led to the recognition that all
human beings should be given healthy and clean
environment. It was this recognition that was
responsible for the enactment of various
environmental protection treaties.

This Conference also developed the concept of
environmental jurisprudence around the world. It
was an effective international effort to solve the
global problem of protection and improvement of
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the human environment. The Conference encouraged
and provided guidelines to protect and improve the
human environment.

The important recommendations of the Conference
are :-

® The Conference adopted the “Declaration on
Human Environment”. It calls upon the States
to take all possible steps to prevent
environmental pollution and cooperation to
develop further international law regarding
liability and compensation for the victims of
pollution and environmental damages.

(ii) The Conference prepared “Action Plan for
Human Environment”.

The Action Plan also included supporting
measures such as education, training, public
information and finance.

(i) The Conference recommended that World
Environment Day will be observed on June 5
every year.

(iv) The Conference recommended for the

establishment of Governing Council for
Environment Programmes, an Environment
Secretariat for coordination of environment
programmes of the United Nations, and an
Environment Fund to provide for additional
financing for voluntary financial support.

The Stockholm Conference is a significant
development to protect and preserve human
environment. To implement to the recommendations of
the Conference several States have incorporated
provisions within their Constitutions and other laws to
protect human environment. The United Nations
Environment programme (UNEP) is also an outcome
of the Stockholm Conference. It was set up by the
General Assembly through Resolution No. 2997 on
Dec.15, 1972. The Assembly again reaffirmed the
UNEP through a Resolution on December 16, 1976.
Some of the important functions of the United Nations
Environment Programme include:-

® Promotion of international cooperation in the
implementation of environment policies.

(ii) Review of world environment situation for a
global environment order.

(iii) Review the reports of various international
agencies on environment policies.

(iv) Review and approve the programmes of
utilization of resources of the Environment
Fund.

The United Nations Environment programme (UNEP)
has been playing a vital role in the protection and

preservation for a better global environmental order.
Some other leading achievements of this programme
include Ozone Depletion (Green House Effect), Vienna
Convention for the Protection of Ozone Layer (1985),
and the Basel Convention on the Control of Tran
boundary movements of Hazardous Wastes and other
Disposal (1989). The term “Green House Effect”
stands on the facts to describe the increased warming
of the earth’s surface and lower atmosphere due to
higher levels of carbon dioxide (CO2) and some other
gases. The Green House Effect and Ozone depletion
as such effect climate and widespread changes in
natural ecosystem.

To protect the stratosphere Ozone layer, the UNEP
adopted Vienna Convention on March 22 1985. Article
2 of the Convention called upon the parties to take
appropriate measures to protect human health and the
environment against health and the environment
against adverse effects the Ozone layer. This
Convention is the starting point of the global
cooperation for protection of the Ozone layer. The
Basel Convention was entered into force on May, 5,
1992. It deals with substances or wastes or other
objects which are required to be disposed of by the
provisions of national law. The Convention has
established a conference of parties as the
governing body of the Convention which has been
entrusted with the task of continuously reviewing
and evaluating effective implementation of the
Convention.

Another important step to protect and preserve the
environment by the United Nations is Conference
on Environment and Development (UNCED) which
was held in Rio de Janario (Brazil) in June 1992.
This conference is widely known as the “Earth
Summit”. The Conference adopted two major
documents- Agenda 21 and the Rio Declaration on
Environment & Development. Agenda 21 sets out
specific programmes to put an end to ecological
destruction. It calls upon the States to take concrete
steps to transfer  environmentally  sound
technologies to developing countries.

The Rio Declaration was adopted in the Conference
with the goal of establishing an integral and
interdependent nature of earth. The Declaration
says that in order to achieve sustainable
development, environmental protection shall
constitute an integral part of the development
process and it cannot be considered in isolation
from it. It also says that environmental issues are
best handled with the participation of all concerned
citizens at the relevant level. At the national level,
each individual shall have appropriate access to
information concerning the environment. It calls
upon the States to develop national law regarding
liability and compensation for the victims of pollution
and other environmental damages.

Some other efforts of the United Nations to protect
environment from pollution are UN Framework
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Convention on Climate Changes 1992, Kyoto Protocol
and the Convention on Biological Diversity. The
Climate Change Convention came into force on March
21, 1994. It makes aware the intention community
from the danger and consequences of climate
changes. The climate change may result in the Sea
rising, changing whether patterns and increasing risks
to human health caused by global warning. It also
provided that developed countries shall take measures
to save the international commitment from
environmental hazards.

The Kyoto Protocal to the United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Changes was adopted in
December, 1997. It calls upon the Industrialized States
to reduce their collective emissions. It become
operational from December, 1,2005. The Convention
on Biological Diversity was adopted in May 1992 and it
came into force on December, 29, 1993. The main
object of the Convention is to conserve the biological
diversity. It provides for adoption of national
regulations to conserve biological diversity and
compensation to developing countries for extradition of
their genetic materials.

Another milestone in the process of international
concern of environment is the Nairobi Declaration
which was adopted by the United Nations in the
Conference held at Nairobi in May 1980. The Nairobi
Declaration reaffirmed the commitment to the
Stockholm Declaration of 1972 and it felt the necessity
for global efforts to combat environmental degradation.
It also called upon the developed countries to assist
developing countries to deal with their most serious
environmental problem.

The United Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change (UNFCC) finalized an agreement in Paris on
4™ November, 2016. This agreement also known as
Paris Agreement has been signed by about two
hundred countries. About one hundred and ninety
countries including India, have also given their consent
to implement the same. The Paris Agreement replaces
Kyoto Protocol and focuses on reducing the green
house gas emissions. The main motive of this
agreement is to fight back against climate change.
This Agreement also aims to curb the emission of the
green house to a certain level.

India is one of the member states of the United
Nations and it is natural that it has included itself in
every effort of the world body to protect and preserve
the environment. Therefore it is necessary to discuss
here in short the efforts to protect environment in our
country. Elaborate provisions have been made in the
Constitution of India and other specific Statutes for
environment protection. The Indian Constitution in one
of those that contains specific provisions on
environment protection. Article 21 which protects the
right to life includes right to clean and healthy
environment. Article 47 provides for the improvement
of public health as one of the primary duties of the

State. Article 48-A casts a duty upon the State to
protect and improve the environment and to safeguard
the forests of the country. Article 51-A fixes a duty of
every citizen of India to protect and preserve the
environment and have compassion to all living
creatures.

Besides Constitution several other enactruemtns have
been made by the Parliament to make stringent law to
protect environment. They include the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986. The water (Prevention &
Control of Pollution) Act, 1981, The Air (Prevention &
Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 and the National
Environmental Tribunal Act, 1985.

The Law Commission of India, in its 186" report
proposed to set up a judicial body in the form of
Environment Court. On the basis of the
recommendations of the Commission, the National
Environment Tribunal Act, 1995 came into
existence. It established a National Environment
Court at the Centre and an Environment Court for
each state.

The National Green Tribunal (NGT) Act, 2010 is
also step forward in the Indian effects to protect and
conserve environment and other natural resources.
The Act came into force on June 2, 2016. The Act
has been passed to enforce clean environment as a
legal right and it also provides for relief and
compensation for damages to persons and
property. The Act constitutes a specific authority-the
National Green Tribunal to adjudicate multi-
disciplinary issues relating to the environment.

The Constitution of India makes the Supreme Court
as the guarantor of fundamental rights of the
Citizen. As we know the most important
fundamental right is right to life or right to live with
human dignity. This right includes right to healthy
and clean environment. In a number of cases the
Indian Judiciary has insisted upon the protection of
this right. It has also supported the concept of
environmental jurisprudence. The guidelines issued
by the judiciary are like a code of conduct to protect
environment. Some of the remarkable judgments on
environment includes - M.C. Mehta Vs Union of
India (AIR 1986 SC 1086); Vellore Citizens Welfare
forum Vs Union of India (1996 SC 2715) and
Intellectual Forum Tripati Vs State of A.P. (AIR
2006 SC 1350). In above cases the Supreme Court
besides condemning the environment polluters also
laid down various guidelines for better
environmental protection. In sterile industries (1) Ltd.
and others Vs. Union of India and others, the
Supreme Court has held that the Central
government has power to prohibit constriction or
location of a industry. Public health is an important
issue and it cannot be ignored at all.

In Mohd. Ahmad Vs. Union of India & others (2018),
the Delhi High Court has directed the Central
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government to make a law to protect and save public
health. The Court said that it is the duty of a welfare
State to provide healthy environment for its citizens.
Healthy Environment is the basic of health. Again, in
United India Insurance vs. Jai Parkash Tayal (2018),
the Court recognized public health has a right which
can not be attained without healthy environment.

The above discussion makes it clear that International
community is well aware of their environment. Some of
the suggestion for protection of environment at
International level are as follows:

(@ Public awareness is the most effective
instrument for environment protection. This
can be through education, media and other
programmes. Environment has been included
in syllabus upto graduate level in most of the
States. The Rio Declaration also provides that
each individual should have appropriate
access to information concerning the
environment. It also says that States shall
facilitate and encourage public awareness and
participation by making information widely
available. Special programmes be organized
on Environment Protection Day i.e. June 5
every year.

(ii) Laws made for protection of environment must
be implemented strictly. At the international
level, Conventions and Treaties must also be
implement in true spirit. There is a relation
between human rights and environment and

human life is not safe without safe
environment.
(iii) Elaborate provisions should also be made to

punish those persons who pollute the
environment. The Stockholm Conference also
provides for the development of international
law regarding liability and compensation for
the victims of pollution and other
environmental hazards caused by activities
within the jurisdiction or control of such states
to areas beyond their jurisdiction.

(iv) International cooperation is a condition
precedent for a better environmental order.
The second United Nations Conference as
Human settlement (Habitat Il) calls upon the
states to enhance international cooperation
and partnership in the protection of
environment. Cooperation can be through
financial support, manpower or instrument to
safeguard the environment.

(v) Provisions be made to impose “Sanction” upon
those states which pollute the environment.
The Security Council should be empowered
adequately as environment also affects
international security.

(vi) The United Nations should give prize or
awards every year on International
Environment Day to a State for best
environment protector of the Year.
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ABSTRACT

Federalism is a mixed or compound mode of government that combines a general government (the central or
"federal" government) with regional governments (provincial, state, cantonal, territorial or other sub-unit
governments) in a single political system, dividing the powers between the two.. The term “federal” is derived from
the Latin foedus, which means, “covenant”. This embodies ideas of promise, obligation, and undertaking; and
consequently, the federal idea draws on collaboration, reciprocity, and mutuality. In Simple Words we can explain
Federalism as a division of legislative and executive power between central government and regional governments so
that each government can work independently in its own sphere.

In India the importance of federalism is vital because different people from different background and culture live
together. Neither it would be possible for a single government to govern the whole country nor is it desirable in the
interest of the people with varied cultures, language and diverse backgrounds. So, the Central government may
make laws for the whole and any part of territory of India as well. While Respective State governments may make
and implement the laws according to social, economic and political conditions of the people living in different areas.
This paper will highlight the paradox in Federalism in India. Further, this paper will examine Nature and
Complexities of India as a Federal State

Key Words: Federalism, Autonomy, Regional Government, Central Government, Center-State Relations.
INTRODUCTION

In a federal set up there is a two tier of Government with well assigned powers and functions. In this system the central
government and the governments of the units act within a well defined sphere, co-ordinate and at the same time act
independently. The federal polity, in other words, provides a constitutional device for bringing unity in diversity and for the
achievement of common national goals.

Federalism is a method of maintaining a delicate balance between the central and local governments. Each government
enjoy autonomous position within its domain, and work harmoniously. Federalism provides a constitutional apparatus for
bringing unity in diversity, so as the divergent forces of centripetal and centrifugal trends in the country can be used for
achieving the targets of national importance.

Historical Background

The genesis of the present federal system in India is found in the Simon Report of May 1930 which supported the idea of a
federal government in India. This support for the federal form of government for the India of the future was further
affirmed in the in the First Round Table Conference of 1930.

In Second Round Table Conference Prime Minister Mr. Ramsay Mac Donald, said that,

“There is still difference of opinion, for instance as to the composition and powers of the Federal Legislature, and | regret
that owing to the absence of a settlement of the key questions of how to safeguard the Minorities under a responsible
Central Government, the Conference has been unable to discuss effectively the nature of the Federal Executive and its
relationship with the Legislature”.
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After Third Round Table British Government issued a White Paper in March 1933, which proposed a new Indian
Constitution with an accountable government in the provinces and the principle of dyarchy at the Centre. As a result of the
publication of the White Paper, a Joint Select Committee of both Houses of Parliament was appointed by His Majesty’s
Government in April 1933 to evaluate and survey the proposals of the White Papers. The same proposals were enacted into
law and with the assent of the British Crown became ultimately the basis for the Government of India Act of 1935. This
meant the abolition of the principle of dyarchy at the provincial level and its retention at the Centre.

The biggest hint of federalism in India lies in the history of its foundation in 1947 when after the Partition of Pakistan from
the Indian subcontinent all the provinces, presidencies, and princely states were united under an instrument of accession
that signifies that all these previously sovereign or reliant states came together to be called one nation-state.

Constitutional Arrangements
The constitution of India is unique with respect to its extreme detail and substance. The uniqueness of the Indian
constitution is also in the fact that although it is federal in character, it declares India to be a union of states.

The constitution provides for a single citizenship like the United Kingdom and unlike the United States America that
provides for dual citizenship. Single citizenship gives the constitution a unitary facet where all citizens are united under one
identity as an “Indian”.

The constitution of India establishes a dual polity with the jurisdiction of making laws on different subject matters is
divided between union and the state governments. The distinguishing feature here is that the residual powers lie in the
hands of the central government. This is also a unique feature of Indian Constitution.

Written Constitution also distinguishes the federation from others. Indian constitution is the lengthiest and the bulkiest
constitution in the world which clearly defines everything from rights to remedies. This strengthens the federal nature of the
country and assures security to the state and citizens.

Powers of the government has been divided into three: The Legislature, the Executive, and the Judiciary on the basis of
Montesque’ doctrine. All the three organs are complementary and supplementary to each other.Though the independent
judiciary is the upholder of the supremacy of the constitution. Judiciary resolves the contentious issues of center and states
or between 2 states. This guarantees a stringent remedial system.The Independent Judiciary gives the essence of unitary
government to the constitution.

Other terms of the same constitution provide for the president to appoint the constitutional heads of all states i.e.
governors and they hold their office to the desire of the president. Doesn’t that mean that the heads of the state are
appointed to the pleasure of the central government? One may wonder.

The Indian constitution is both rigid as well as flexible at the same time. The rigidity of the constitution is a distinguished
feature of federalism. But the same rigid constitution has hit a century of amendments since Independence.

There is a provision for a bicameral legislature consisting of an Upper House (Rajya Sabha) and a Lower House (Lok
Sabha). The Rajya Sabha is the stand-in for the states of Indian Federation, while the Lok Sabha represents the people of
India as a whole. The Rajya Sabha is in a weak position for preserving the federal stability by protecting the interests of the
states against the uncalled-for interference of the Centre.

Other than the aforesaid provisions the following provisions of the constitution clash with the federal nature of it:
e Union has the power to make new states or alter the boundaries of existing states.
e Union has the power to make laws on state matters and if both state and union adjudicate on a certain matter, the
latter will prevail.
e The emergency articles of the constitution when conjured up, give a unitary character.

Challenges in Maintaining the Federal Spirit of India

(A) Ineffective Functioning of Several Bodies :
The Planning Commission has been scrapped, the Inter-State Council has met only once in the last seven years while the
National Development Council has not met at all. These events have led to obstructions in upholding the cooperative spirit
between the Union and states.
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(B) Issuesin Tax Regime :

The misconceived Goods & Services Tax (GST) has already taken away much of the autonomy available to states and
has made the country’s indirect tax regime unitary in nature.

During the pandemic, the Union government repeatedly violated the compensation guarantees to the States under the GST
regime. Delay in paying the States their due worsened the impact of the economic slowdown.

(C) Encroachments Upon States’ Autonomy in State Subjects:

Many important and politically sensitive decisions have been taken by overlooking the provisions of the constitution in the
past few years, without reference to, and consultation with, the concerned states such as:

Avrticle 370 was removed without consulting the state legislature.

Farm Laws :Parliament legislated on “agriculture” in the state list, to enact the three contentious farm laws, overstepping
its jurisdiction and imposing a law on the states.

The New Education Policy 2020 has also been flagged as encroaching on the federal nature of the polity.

Extension Jurisdiction the BSF’s jurisdiction was extended in Assam, West Bengal and Punjab without any
consultation with the concerned states.

(D) Impact of Covid-19:

In the like manner the autonomy of the states was also encroached in aspects relating to Covid-19 management.
Moreover,the government during the Second Wave countered criticism by claiming health as a ‘State Subject’.

CONCLUSION

Since India is a pluralist Society. To strengthen the nation we have to maintain the harmony.Federal government helps to
establish a country with mutual tolerance and existence. However,a pure federal structure would lead to disruption and
division of states. With too much power given to a state, it will demand right to secede and shift away from the union.

To overcome all this and the aforementioned demerits we need to maintain a balance between both unitary and federal
features of the country. Autonomy should be given to the states in their own sphere. But they can’t be allowed to create
anarchy in the nation. It establishes a state which is both a union and a federation at the same time and thus gives India a
structure of a quasi-federal government.

Important Suggestions

(A) Recognition of Federalism:

It should be underlined that Article 1 of the Constitution declares that “India that is Bharat is a union of states”. Transfer of
powers is an essential feature of such a setting. A conscious recognition of the federal character of India’s polity is
necessary to protect its national character.

A struggle at all levels should be enforced against those who try to get down the federal rights of the other, be it the local
level government against the states or the state government against the centre.

(B) Strengthening Inter-State Relations:

State governments shall consider deploying human resources to support them in preparing responses to the consultations
initiated by the Union, especially with a focus on the federalism angle.

Instead of reaching out to each other only during crisis situations, Chief Ministers may create forums for regular
engagement on this issue.

This would be crucial in the advocacy of major demands like the extension of GST compensation to 2027 and inclusion of
cess in the divisible pool of taxes.
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(C) Bringing Reforms while Balancing Federalism:

India needs proper balance between the pillars of federalism (autonomy of states, centralisation, regionalisation etc).
Proper utilisation of the institutional mechanism of the Inter-state Council must be ensured to develop political goodwill
between the two on contentious policy issues.
